comparable and timely statistical data and information to 
support Horizon 2020 aims”.  
 
H2020 road-map calls for the monitoring of the initiative: 
–five-yearly reports on the state of the environment in 

the Mediterranean Sea based on an agreed set of 
indicators  

–biennial synthesis progress reports focusing on country

(geographical and thematic coverage and communication) 

•To recognise cross thematic developments (e.g. EcAP, ePRTR, 

MSFD, ICZM, UfM Water Hub) and ensure synergies and 

convergence with existing information platforms (e.g.InfoMAP)

•To ensure flexibility  and responsiveness of IS master plans ς 
open sources software,  online tools and services, machine-
to-machine data delivery
